2. BUCK: Sarah, what's wrong with hearts and cupids
everywhere?

PANEL 2: Sarah and Buck are in front of Port Sports.

3. SARAH: It's a hokey holiday that's a waste of time. If I like
someone, I'll tell them.

Buck smiles, but he's embarrassed, his face a little red and flushed.

4. BUCK: Well do you--like someone?

5. SARAH: Yeah. Myself.

PANEL 3: Sarah's radio on her hip BEEPS.

6. FARNEY: I got an Olman sighting around Rocket Record Shop.
7. SARAH: Gotta go.
